Children developing morally will:  

 With support, make choices based on an 

understanding of right and wrong.  

 Follow the school or class rules  

 Recognise that their actions may have negative 

consequences  

 Start to demonstrate an awareness of, and respect 

for, others’ needs, interests and feelings, as well as 

their own.  

  

Children developing socially will:  

 Show awareness that different behaviour might be 

needed in a religious setting.  

 Where possible, play with pupils from different 

religious, ethnic and socio-economic backgrounds.  

 With some support, cooperate with others in 

shared activities.  

 With support, participate in activities that 

contribute to the school.  

 Follow the advice of others.  

 Start to challenge other people’s value and 

opinions.  

 Demonstrate respect for property, living things and 

the environment.  

Children developing spiritually will:  

 Start to recognise or explain how they and 

others are feeling.  

 Show signs of enjoyment.  

 With support, engage in creative/imaginative 

experiences.  

 With support, recount events to reflect on 

experiences and learning. 

 Verbalise some of their own beliefs.  

 Demonstrate an awareness that other people 

have knowledge.  

 Start to show respect through their actions.  

 With support, tackle a challenge until it is 

resolved.   

Children developing culturally will:  

 Start to show an awareness of different cultures 

(race, ethnicity, religion, belief, socio-economic 

background)  

 Recount some facts (that they have been told) 

about towns, cities and countries beyond their 

own.   

 Express opinion about artistic, musical, sporting 

and other cultural experiences.  

 Show an awareness of disability and gender.  

 Show some understanding of how their community 

is organised.  

 Recount some facts about Britain’s political system
