Re: NEU Teacher Strike - 1st March 2023

As you will be aware, the National Education Union (NEU) following an industrial ballot of
teaching staff, has announced national and regional strike days for teachers in relation to
their dispute with the government over inflationary increases on pay as well as funding for
the sector. Although the NEU have had discussions with the government, they are
proceeding with the strike dates however this may change over the coming week.

The strike days currently planned are as follows:

* Wednesday 1 March 2023 - Regional Strike Day — East Midlands
* Wednesday 15 March 20223 - National Strike Day

® Thursday 16 March 2023 - National Strike Day
